


5.  Mark forward hole location. Using the provided
Drill Location Bracket mark the location of the forward |NSTALL CAB pROTECTOR
bolt location. Start by aligning the the bracket so it is
flat against the front surface of the bed, then, aligning
the top "T" portion of the bracket with the top and side
of the Bed protector, as shown in figure AS.

A WARNING: Components of the Cab Protector are
heavy and cumbersome to handle. Failure to use
proper lifting techniques and an adequate amount of
people when moving and handling the Cab Protector
could result in property damage or serious injury.

1. Install Cab Protector. Position the slots on the
bottom of the cab protector over threaded studs on
the bed protectors, See figure B1. Fasten the cab
protector with the provided 3/8" Large flat washers,
lock washers, and finish nuts. Do not fully tighten.
Make sure the cab protector is centered with the truck
as viewed from the rear.

6. Drill 5/16" forward hole. Once you have marked the
hole location use a center punch to prepare for
drilling. Drill the hole using a 5/16" drill. The drill may
drift a little as it finds the center of the matching hole
in the bed protector, see figure A4.

7. Install forward bolt connection. From the gap
between the bed and the cab insert a 5/16" X 3/4"
Carriage bolt into the Bed Protector and secure using
a flat washer, lock washer and finish nut, as shown in
figure A5 Do not fully tighten hardware at this time.

2. Tighten hardware. First secure the bed protectors to
the truck. Torque the six finish nuts to 18 foot-pounds.
next torque the 6 nuts on the cab protector to no more
than 20 foot-pounds.

3. Install Wiring. Splice the tail of the cab protector
wiring harness into the vehicle's wiring. The Green
wire is for the passenger side turning signal and
braking. The Yellow wire is for the driver side turning
signal and braking. The brown wire is for clearance.
The white wire is for ground. Remove excess wire so
that there is not any loose wiring. Be sure that wiring
is protected from sharp edges or other obstacles that
could damage the wires. When installed correctly the
two outside lights will function as stop, turn, and tail
while the inside two lights will only function as tail
lights.
